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Let's review how division works.
If we divide 6 cookies between 2 kids, then If we divide 6 cookies into serving sizes of
there will be 3 cookies in a serving.

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If we divide 6 cookies between 1/2 a kid, If we divide 6 cookies into serving sizes of
then there will be 12 cookies in a serving. 1/2 cookie, then 12 kids will get a serving
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If we divide 3/4 candy bar If we divide 3/4 candy bar
into serving sizes of 1/4 of into serving sizes of 1/3 of
a whole candy bar, then 3 a whole candy bar, then 2
kids will get a serving. kids will get a serving with
e lunll 1/4 serving left over.
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To divide by a fraction, multiply by its multiplicative
inverse (or the reciprocal).
