Steps for Solving Equations

Step #0   Simplify each side of the equation
0a Distributive Property
0b Combine Like Terms
0c *Coming Next Year*

    

Step #1   Get rid of the constant
    

Step #2   Get rid of the coefficient

Erase to reveal Step #0

32 - 18 = 2(2x + 9)

9 = 6 - (x + 2)

10y - (4y + 8) = -20 5(1 - 2w) + 8w = 15

3(a - 3) - 2(a + 3) = 2

12 - 9 = 2(n + 2) - 3n - 5n
