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Steps for Solving Equations/Inequalities

Step #0  Simplify each side of the equation.
Step #1 Geft rid of the constant
Step #2 Get rid of the coefficient

**Keep the inequality symbol the same unless multiplying or
dividingboth sides of the inequality by a NEGATIVE
number.
