Day 6 - Measure of Variation

Lesson Objectives:

¢ T can find the quartiles, extremes, range, and
interquartile range of a set of data.

* I can use measures of variability to draw informal
inferences about a population.

* The upper quartile is the median of the upper half

of a set of data.

« The lower guartile is the median of the lower half

of a set of data.

 The interquartile range is the range of the middle

half of a set of data. Insymbols IQR = UQ - LQ.

Then find the range, lower quartile, median, upper quartile,
and inter-quartile range.
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Sometimes it is useful to compare data in ways other
than looking at the middle information (mean, median,
mode). Measures of variation are used to describe the
distribution (or spread) of data.

 The upper extreme is the highest number in a

set of data.

» The lower extreme is the lowest number in a

set of data.

+ The range of a set of numbers is the difference

between the upper and lower extreme.
